HYMN OF THE DAY  is “Christ Our Human Likeness Sharing” (LSB 847) by Timothy Dudley-Smith (born 
1926), a bishop of the Church of England.  Educated at Cambridge, he began writing comic verse while 
still a student, but did not write hymns until the 1960s.  Dudley-Smith has written over 400 hymns, 
averaging six to eight hymns per year even as a nonagenarian.  He served as a parish priest, archdeacon, 
and eventually bishop before retiring in 1992.  The tune GRAFTON is a traditional French melody, first 
published in 1881 but probably originating over a century earlier.
