NEXT WEEKEND we celebrate The Tenth Sunday after Pentecost. The sermon is titled “"Not the Law
but the Promise,” and the hymn of the day is "The Law of God is Good and Wise” (LSB 579). The
scripture lessons for worship are:

Introit Ps. 105:39-43; antiphon: Ps.105:1Tell of All His Wondrous Works
Old Testament Isaiah 55:1-5 The Compassion of the Lord
Epistle (sermon text) Romans 9:1-13 God'’s Sovereign Choice
Gospel Matthew 14:13-21 Jesus Feeds the Five Thousand

HYMN OF THE DAY is “Soul, Adorn Yourself with Gladness” by Johann Franck (1618-1677), a
politician and civil servant in Guben (near Brandenburg). He was also an accomplished poet, second
only to Paul Gerhardt in his day. Franck collaborated often with composer Johann Criiger (1598-1662),
a prominent church musician in Berlin. In 1644, Criger published Praxis Pietatis Melica, one of the
most important German hymnals of the 17t century. The tune name SCHMUCKE DICH is the incipit
(first line) of the original German text of Franck's hymn.
