HYMN OF THE DAY is “The Only Son from Heaven” (LSB 402) by the former nun Elizabeth Creutziger
(c. 1500-1535). She came from Polish nobility, but fled to Wittenberg due to religious persecution.
She married a professor at Wittenberg University and was a close personal friend of Martin Luther and
his wife. Creutziger's hymn combines Lutheran theology with elements of medieval mysticism and was
published in the Erfurt Enchiridion (1524), the second Lutheran hymnbook (following the

1524 Achtliederbuch). Creutziger’'s work was held in high esteem to be published alongside hymns of
Martin Luther. The anonymous tune HERR CHRIST, DER EINIG GOTTS SOHN is named from the first
line of Creutziger’s hymn but is actually a secular 15™-c. melody.
